Nelson Rohlilahla Mandela und Mahatma Gandhi sind beide groRe Vorbilder und Lehrer der
Menschheit. Mohanas Gandhi, die gro3e Seele, lebte und arbeitete von 1891 bis 1915 in
Sudafrika und machte dort seine ersten Erfahrungen mit dem Rassismus der européaischen
Kolonialisten. Nelson Mandela wurde in spateren Jahren von seiner Philosophie des
friedfertigen Widerstands inspiriert und gab genau wie Gandhi niemals auf gegen
Unterdrickung zu kampfen. Mandela besuchte Indien im Oktober 1990 und pries die
Vorkampferrolle Gandhis in der Antirassismus/Antiapartheid-Bewegung.

Am 16. Marz 2001 erhielt Nelson Rohlilahla Mandela - der "Unruhestifter" - den
internationalen Gandhi-PEACE-Preis im Prasidentenpalast in Dehli / Indien.

The core principle of UBUNTU, which stems from the Bantu tradition, is the feeling

of Togetherness, the compassion for one's fellow human beings, and openness to sisterhood
and fraternity. This common philosophy of the public spirit also concerns the concept of
Forgiveness and Pardon. Reconciliation is perhaps the most difficult, but likely also the most
mature accomplishment of man.

When Nelson Mandela became the first democratically elected president of South-Africa in
1994, after a total of 27 years of imprisonment, he not only built a consciousness for a
Rainbow Nation, but also established the "Truth and Reconciliation Commission".

Both the oppressed and the oppressors were given the chance to become free, as both had
been robbed of their humanity. The motto was to forgive but remember.

Both Nelson Rolihlahla Mandela and Mahatma Gandhi are great, exemplary figures and
teachers of mankind. Mohandas Gandhi, the great soul, lived and worked in South-Africa
from 1891 to 1915, and it was there that he first experienced racism in dealing with
European colonials. In later years, Nelson Mandela was inspired by Gandhi's philosophy of
peaceful resistance, and just as Gandhi, he never relented in his fight against oppression.
Mandela visited India in October 1990 and hailed the pioneering role of Gandhi in the anti-
racism/anti-apartheid movement. On March 16, 2001 Nelson Rolihlahla Mandela - the
"trouble maker" - was awarded the international Gandhi-PEACE-prize at the presidential
palace in Delhi / India.
